If that
wasn’t enough, the IIT upset
the ministry by filing the affi-
davitwithout consulting it.
Whether the IIT’s argu-
ment convinces the court re-
mains to be seen but it clearly
hasn’t cut much ice with the
ministry. The ITT, the ministry
has pointed out, gets substan-
tive grants, about Rs 300 crore,
from the Centre and falls
within the jurisdiction of the
CVC. Besides, being an au-
tonomous institute, it is even
more imperative that the IIT
encourage transparency of
processes, the ministry has said.
Its embarrassing affidavit
is not the first fime the ITT
has irked the Centre. The
HRD ministry recently di-
rected the IIT to revoke the
suspension of Prof Rajeev
Kumar, as advised by the
CVC, but it'is yet to do so.
Prof Kumar was suspended

inMay 2011 for, among other’

charges, maligning and mis-

representing the IIT.

New Delhi: The first Joint En-
gineering Entrance Examin-
ation Main after change of
ATEEE format will be conduct-
ed on Sunday. Over 14 lakh en-

gineering and architecture as- ,

pirants have registered for the
entrance which is a record
number.

Last year, 11.5 lakh aspi-
rants took the test conducted
by the Central Board of Sec-
ondary Education. Experts
are advising aspirants not be
complacent as this may result
in minor but critical mistakes,
marring their chances of ap-
pearing for the JEE
Advanced as only the top 1.5
lakh candidates in the merit
list of the 14 1akh will be eligi-
ble for the advanced exam,
which is the entrance
exam for the admission to
the Indian Institutes of
Technology.

While the offline (pen and
paper) exam will be conducted

on Sunday the computer-
based exam introduced last
year will be conducted on
April 9, 22, 23 and 25. The JEE
(Main)-2013 (paper 1 of earlier
AIEEE) will have one objec-
tive-type question paper. The
three-hour paper will com-
prise physics, chemistry and
mathematics.

introduced in the exam from
this year. The JEE (Main) ex-
amination 2013 is being con-
ducted for admissions to BE/
BTech courses at National In-
stitutes of Technology, Indian
Institutes of Information
Technology, Delhi Technologi-
cal University and other Cen-
tral Government-funded tech-
nical institutes. But unlike
previous years, this year's JEE
{Main) merit list will give 40%
weightage (suitably normal-
ized) to Class XII or other qual-

ifying examination marks and
60% to performance in the en-
trance exam. And the signifi-
cance of JEE (Main) from now
on is that only 1.5 lakh of the
top rankers in JEE (Main),
which includes students from
all categories, will be eligible
to appear in JEE (Advanced)
2013 (earlier known as ILT-
JEE) for admission to the [1Ts,
IIT BHU and ISM Dhanbad.

According to experts, the
difficulty level in this exam'is
likely to be relatively lower
and, therefore, students need
to be more careful while at-
tempting the paper.

“A question of higher diffi-
culty will be a challenge for a
regular student. But a ques-
tion of lower difficulty level
can be tricky for bright stu-
dents. So the students have to
be very careful as paper of
easy standard can result in sil-
ly mistakes which can be cost-
ly* Ananda Raman, mentor
and director, FIIT JEE, Hyde-
rabad, said.
