“It can be really
helpful, especially for diabetics as their eyesight tends to
weaken very quickly depending on glucose levels,” he
said.

EMPHASISING the needforun-  will develop research and assess-

derstanding the Continuous and
Comprehensive Evaluation
(CCE) system, Union HRD Min-
ister Kapil Sibal on Thursday said
CCE could not succeed till the ex-
amination system is transformed.
“It wilt not succeed if you keep re-
gurgitating textbooks,” he said
while inaugurating a Centre for
Assessment, Evaluation and Re-
search in the Capital.

The centre is a joint collabo-
ration of the Central Board of
Secondary Education (CBSE)
and the Pearson Foundation. It
aims to promote “learner-centric
pedagogies and school-based as-~
sessment”,

Speaking on the occasion,
Sibal said: “We need to absorb
the best education practices
around the world and ensure
that our system is ready for
them. Education has to be
looked at holistically and it is im-
portant to link all sections from
primary education to universi-

ment capabilities and resources
for the CBSE, its schools and
teachers. Inthe first year, the cen-
tre will carry out research on the
implementation of the CCE in
schoots and undertake “a critical
evaluation of CBSE’s current ex-
amination and feedback system”.

The centre will be part of the
CBSE, headed by its chairman Vi-
neet Joshi,

Explaining the purpose of the
centre, Joshi said: “The centre
will primarily provide resources
for timely reforms and formalisa-
tion of school-based assessment.”
He said the centre has already
conducted two workshops in Ker-
ala and Delhi for “assessing and
providing feedback for student
learning.”

Joshi said there has been a
“spirit of fresh thinking” after the
introduction of CCE and re-
search is needed to collate the ef-
forts so far”. The centre will be
funded by Pearson Foundation in
