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NEW DELHI: The Delhi Medical
Association has demanded
that the results of the allegad-
ly leaked Delhi- University
Medical Entrance Test (DU-
MET-2011) be cancelled and
that a Central Bureau of In-
vestigation  inquiry  be
ordered.

MET paper leak the results
were declared on June 2. We
urge the Delhi Government to
take note of the fact that
many students who did not

qualify for the Guru Gobind
Singh Indraprastha Universi-
ty (IP University) got high
ranks in DUMET, This year
IP University pre-medical en-
trance exam was conducted
on May 7 and DUMET was
conducted on May 22, 'so it is
impossible for a student to
register a rise of 500 to 600
marks in 14 days. Thi$ year

around 70 to 80 students (in- -

cluding all categories) got
seats through unfair means,”
said DMA president Dr. Vinod
Khetarpal.

“We. are demanding that

DUMET counselling be stop-
ped and that the examination
be held again. We also want
that the DUMET-2011 be re-
conducted by the Central
Board of Secondary Educa-
tion (CBSE) which conducts
All India Pre-Medical Exam
(AIPMT) every year,” said Dr.
Khetarpal.

The Association has de-
manded that from this year
DUMET should not be con-
ducted by Delhi University as
many of the conducting offi-
cials are a part of paper leak-
ing racket.

“Paper leaking is not pos-
sible without the support of
these officials and there is an
urgent need for the CBI to ini-
tiate an inguiry against DU-
MET conducting officials to
expose the racket,” said a se-
nior DMA official. :

The Association has noted
that this is not the first time
these allegation have come
about and said Delhi Univer-
sity officials were “involved in
this unfair business for sever-
al years now”,

“This scenario is contin-
uing from past many years
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and hundreds of middle class
family students who can’t af-
ford a private medical college
and work hard day and night
have not been able to get ad-
mission and have to drop
their precious years again and
again to qualify DUMET,”
noted the Association.

“employable IT talent”,
engineering colleges across
the country are now keen to
embrace a mission £o frain its
teachers, And leading this ini-
tdative are Tamil Nada col-
leges.

“Teachers are the first inter-
face of the students and if they
are not informed about the
needs of the industry, how can
they train students,” asks Mr
8. Nagarjuna, Head, Mission
10X, a not for profis trust of IT
major Wipro engaged in train-
ing the teachers since 2007,

The major grouse of the IT
industry is that despite 6.2
lakh graduates entering the job
market from over 3300 engi-
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neering colleges across the
country every vear, only 25%
of these are employable.

“The underlying cause for
this is not with the students bot
with the colleges that are
short-staffed and even the
existing faculty who lack rele-
vant methodologies to teach,”
says the Wipro man, whose
company has been engaged in
empowering  over 10,000
teachers across 1000 engineer-
ing colleges in 24 states in the
country.

In fact. engineering colleges
in TN have taken a lead in
ensuring quality staff at their
premises.

“About 4,315 faculty mem-
bers from TN colleges have
undergone the faculty enable-
ment workshops which go on
for about a one week to six
months and have got AICTE-

approved certificates.” says
Mr Nagarjuna.

Another initiative by the
State govemment and the
industry, the ICT Academy of
Tamil Nadu (ICTACT) also
aims to do the same. “While
the industry dynamics change
everyday, the academia is not
keeping in pace with this,
