NEW DELHI, DHNS: Students
of the Indian Institutes of Tech-
nology (11Ts) securing at least
a cumulative grade point aver-
age (CGPA) of 8.5 in BTech will
get direct admission to PhD
programmes.

Such students will be enti-
tled for a fellowship of Rs
60,000 per month fora period
of five years at the premier
technical institutes from next
year. Besides, they will also get
“a suitable research grant”, to
cover the expenses like attend-
ing international conferences
required to complete their re-
search projects, a Human Re-
source Development (HRD)
Ministry official said.

The IITs, particularly the
seven older ones, are set to in-
crease their PhD intake by at
least 20% in the next three
years, starting from the aca-
demic session of 2017-18.

The council of the premier
technical institutes agreed to
increase the seat intake to one
lakh by 2020, particularly at
the post-graduate level, accept-
ing a proposal of the HRD min-
istry. This came at a meeting
of the council chaired by HRD
Minister Prakash Javadekarin
August.

“We will increase our intake
by 20% over the next three
vears, particularly the post-
araduate level. We will admit
more students to the PhD pro-
grammes from next year,” an
official source told DL, The in-
stitute is considering increas-
ing the number of MTech seats.
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“We are much keen on
increasing PhD seats as the
aim is to increase our research
output and provide innovative
and affordable technological
solutions necessary to meet

the requirement of our

country as well as society,” the
source added.
The HRD minister has

assured the IITs of making a
proposal to the government
for rolling out a new
fellowship scheme to support
research scholars.

“The proposed Prime
Minister Research Fellows
(PMRFs) programme would
seek to support at least 1,000
PhD students every year,” the
source said.
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Jaipur foot gets
digital makeover

Mumbai: The nearly 40-
yvear-old Jaipur foot,
which has helped millions
of disabled people walk, is
getting adigital makeover.
Thanks to a Google grant
and IIT-Bombay’s exper-
tise, three-dimensional
(3D) printers will assem-
ble its prosthetic socket,
one layerata time.

In fact, 200 amputees
who have been using the
Jaipur foot for yvears will
switch over to the 3D-
printed prosthetic this
month. “We are conduct-

ing a four-month pilot
study to test the new pros-
thesis,” said Rajeev Meh-
ta, a trustee of Ratna Nid-
hi Charitable Trust that,
as a winner of the Google
Impact Challenges 2015,
got a $350,000 grant for this
experiment.

Dr B Ravi of IIT’s Bio-
medical Engineering and
Technology Centre con-
firmed that the Jaipur foot
makeover was ready for
trials. The 3D-printed
prosthetic is made using
high density plastic with-
in a couple of hours, in-
stead of the eight-hour
manual process.
