Kharagpur: The Joint En-
trance Examination Apex
Board (JAB) has given nod to
31 National Institutesof Tech-
nology (NIT), Indian Institute
of Engineering Science and
Technology (ITEST)-Shibpur,
IIITs and government tech-
nology institutes to scrap the
existing 60/40 weightage for-
mula foradmissions.

Candidates vying for
seats will have to secure at-
least 75% marks inthe higher
secondary (HS) examination
orrank among the top 20 per-
centile in their respective
board exams, Thiswill bethe
minimum qualification cri-
terion, besides the rank se-
cured in entrance test.

IITs and ISM-Dhanbad fol-
low the same criteria for ad-
missions: only after meeting
the cutoffsdoes astudentgeta
seat through counselling

“At the mo-
ment, the minimum criteria
is to pass in all subjects in HS
and secure 45% in the aggre-
gate. Sixty per cent weightage
is on the JEE-Main rank and
40% on board exam results.
This will be no longer valid
from the 2017 examination,” a
senior JAB member said.
Director of IIT-Kharag-
pur, Partha Pratim Chakra-

borty, confirmed that a cir-
cularhas been issued where-
by the new qualifying rules
have beennotified.

“The ministry of human
resource development has
also given the nod for the
JAB proposal. If the student
fails to meet the desired cut-
off inthe HS exam, then his/
her rank in the entrance test
will be nullified,” the direc-
torof an NIT said.

Sources said all the insti-
tutes are also likely to admit
candidates based on the
same entrance exam as I1Ts
(JEE Advanced). “Currently,
it is unlikely that JEE-Main
will be scrapped because sev-
eral technology colleges and
institutes run by the state
take in students based on
their rank in JEE-Main. By
the end of 2017, a decision
will be taken,” the JAB mem-
ber added. The JAB is likely
to take a call soon on holding
the single entrance test.

NEW DELHI: Union minister for
human resource development
(HRD) Prakash Javadekar
has called a meeting of direc-
tors of all Indian Institutes of
Technology (IIT) in August to
discuss the issues affecting qual-
ity of teaching in the premier
institutes, especially vacancies

of teachers, sources said.

There are over 2,000 vacancies
in 18 IT'Ts across the country, due
to which they are not in a position
toaccept more students. This will
be Javadekar’s first meeting with
the IIT directors after taking over

as HRD minister.

According to sources, the
HRD ministry is looking at hav-
ing more foreign faculty. The fact
that I[ITs arenot attracting many
foreign students is also amatter
of concern. The issue of improv-
ing the rankings of the IITs in
the World University Rankings
would also be taken up.

Sources said they would also
discuss improving the system
of entrance examination and
review the present admission
policy. The ministry has already
approved a scheme called IIT-
PAL under which free online
coaching would be provided to
[T aspirants.

Recently, the HRD minister
visited the II'T-Delhi campus and
assured them he would look into
a number of issues, including
vacancies and infrastructure.

KHARAGPUR: Faced with bud-
getary cuts, II'T-Kharagpur
has found a way to raise
funds through a “Learn-
Earn-Return Fund” scheme,
where students will get a fee
waiver if they pledge to do-
nate money after getting a
job.

Launched from this aca-
demic session, the scheme
will help students to learn
without burden and shape
their career to earn and give
back to their alma mater. “We
have asked the students to
give a minimum of Rs 10,000
per year after they get jobs.
Even if 30,000 of our alumni
give the minimum amount
then we will raise Rs 30 crore
a vear. If the alumni start
contributing, then we will be
able to build a new model.
Even Harvard gets 60 per
cent of its budget from alum-
ni,” II'T-Kgp Director Partha
Pratim Chakrabarti said.

IIT-Kgp will offer scholar-
ships or fee waiver based on
the students’ merit and eco-
nomic background. — PTI

Graduates Up

Mumbai: Computer science
and electrical engineering
courses — hot cholces at un-
dergraduate level — do not
have a great following among
post-graduate aspirants.
Candidates who appeared
for computer science in the
Graduate Aptitude Test in
Engineering (GATE) the
entry-level test for PG — has
halved in the last four years
(from 2.24 lakh in 2013 to 1.08
lakh in 2016). Contenders for
core engineering seats — me-
chanical and civil — have do-
ubled in the same period.
Experts believe it reflects
the demand for applied engi-
neering graduates, “Most
B.Tech computer science stu-
dents get campus place-
ments. They domasters when
they do not land a desirable
job,” said professor D B Pha-
tak, computer science and

Data from GATE is often a
proxy for employment trends
in the engineering and techni-
cal sector: There is often an in-
verse correlation between
number of candidates registe-
red for GATE and creation of
new jobs for B. Tech graduates,
say experts. Higher the num-
ber of candidates registered
for the post-graduate test, fe-
wer the jobs likely to be genera-
ted for graduates in that sector,
In 2012, over 6.86 lakh stu-
dents appeared for the test,
The numbers plunged by 40%
(around 9,85 lakh) in the 2013

exam. In 2014, the numbers
dropped again to less than ni-
ne lakh. So what happened in
20137 A study by Associated
Chambers of Commerce and
Industry (Assocham) titled
‘Job trends across India in
2012°, showed job creation in
that year in various sectors
had declined by 21%. The eco-
nomy had also suffered its
worst slowdown. But aflter
2014, the increase in GATE
aspirants has been steady.
The other reason is that in
the core branches of enginee-
ring the demand for gradua-
tes has fluctuated.
