In yet another blow to HRD
Minister Kapil Sibal, IIT-
Delhi has decided to go the
Kanpur way and announced
they would conduct a separate
Entrance Examination (EE)
for engineering aspirants,
The much-awaited deci-
sion was taken on Thursday
the Senates of the IIT-Delhi
which adopted the IIT-Kanpur
resolution favouring an inde-
pendent entrance test and
rejecting the Government and
Council of ITTs single entrance
test proposal for the year 2013,
IIT-Kanpur had earlier this
month rejected the proposed
test terming it “academically
and methodically unsound”,
The Senate unanimously
rejected the decision of the
Councils of IITs as “it impinges

on the autenomy of ITTs and the
decision is not academically
sound” Further, the Senate
resolved that the 2013 exami-
nation would be on the lines of
JEE 2012. The Senate also decid-
ed to conduct its own Entrance

NEW DELHI: The Indian
Institute of Technology,
Delhi (IIT-D) passed a
resolution on Thursday,
deciding to conduct its
own entrance examina-
tion and refusing the Cen-
tral government’s decision
to conduct a combined
entrance examination
from 2013,

On 28 May, the IIT
Council had said a joint
entrance examination
will be held from 2013
for admission to the cen-
trally-funded engineering
institute, including Indian
Institutes of Technol-
ogy (IITs), International
Institutes of Informa-
tion Technology (IIITs)
and National Institutes of
Technology (NITs).

Sources said IIT-D Sen-
ate has deéided to hold its
entrance examination on
the lines of Joint Entrance

It further said the IIT-D
Alumni Association fully
supports the resolution
and has communicated to

They feel
students aspiring to join
institutes other than the

NEW DELHE; IIT Delhi has de-
cided to reject the govern-
ment's plan to hold acommon
entrance test for all under-
graduate engineering cours-
es, and will instead conduct
its own entrance examination
next year.

Following more than two
hours of discussions on
Thursday evening, the Senate
of IIT Delhi unanimously re-
solved to reject the govern-
ment proposal as it “impinges
on the autonomy of IIT Del-
hi” The plan for a single test
was approved by the IIT
Council as well as the coun-
cils of the IIITs and NITs last
month.

However, the IIT Delhi
Senate resolution said those
decisions, which were against
its own stated position, were
“academically unsound and
procedurally untenable.”

Instead, the Senate decided
to follow IIT Kanpur's lead
and hold its own admission
test next year. “For the year
2013, the IIT Delhi shall ad-
mit students to its undergrad-
uate programmes through an
examination, which will be on
a pattern similar to the one
used in IIT JEE 2012,” said
the resolution. .

It added that the Senate
chairman would appoint a
committee, which would “co-
ordinate the conduct of the
above examination jointly
with other IITs to the extent
possible.”

Sources in the Senate in-
dicated that the other IITs —
several of which are due to
have their own Senates dis-
cuss the government’s pro-

posal soon — would be
encouraged to join hands
with the Delhi and Kanpur
institutes.

Sofar as 2014 and beyond is
concerned, a committee con-
stituted by the Senate chair-
man would be asked to review
the IIT-JEE itself, said the
resolution.

The IIT Delhi Senate’s de-
cision comes a day after Hu-
man Resource Development
Minister Kapil Sibal insisted
that the government would
not roll back its proposal to
held a single entrance exam-
ination, and also take Class 12
board examinations into ac-
count in the admission proc-
ess. A section of faculty and
alumni has vociferously op-
posed the proposal, claiming
that it would dilute the stan-
dard of the IIT"s admission
process. .

There has been speculation
about a compromise after the
Prime Minister told members
of the All India IIT Faculty
Federation last week that the
autonomy of the IITs would
not be diminished. However,
with the government holding
firm to its stance so far, the
IIT Delhi Senate decided to
make its own rejection
official.

lIT Delhi opts out of single test

After a senate meeting,

n a sign of growing resis-

tance to a key plan of the

United Progressive Alliance
government, the Indian Institute
of Technology, Delhi, on Thurs-
day opted out of the move to-
wards a single test for entry into
all engineering colleges across
India.

If the resistance gathers mo-
mentum—IIT Kanpur has al-
ready broken away from the
move-—it could disrupt plans to
do away with multiple tests and
trigger chaos in what is other-
wise a very important ritual in
the annual academic calend¢r

After a meeting of the IIT Del-
hi senate, the engineering school
decided that the common en-
trance test would “impinge on
the autonomy of IIT Delhi”.

“They are academically un-
sound and procedurally untena-
ble. The senate rejects the pro-
posed admission procedure,”
said the resolution of the IT sen-
ate, which comprises senior pro-
fessors, the director, some alum-
ni and industry experts.

One senate member said the
other IITs are likely to follow suit.

The senate resolution further
said, “For the year 2013, [IT Del-
hi shall admit students to its un-
dergraduate programimes
through an examination which
will be on a pattern similar to the
one used in IIT JEE (Joint En-
trance Examination) 2012.” Mint
has reviewed a copy of the reso-
lution.

On 28 May, human resource
development (HRD) minister
Kapil Sibal announced the initia-
tive for a single entrance exam
for admission to engineering col-
leges after a meeting with the the
councils of I1Ts, the National In-
stitutes of Technology and the
Indian Institutes of Information
Technology. Sibal is the chair-
man of all the councils.

The minister feels that the
move will reduce stress for stu-
dents having to write multiple
exams, lend weight to the class
XII board exam and reduce the
influence of coaching centres

that prepare students.

It was then decided that appli-
cants will be selected on the ba-
sis of three tests—-the class 12
board exam, JEE main test and
JEE advanced exam. All the cen-
trally funded technical institutes
except IITs will give weight to
these three sets of examinations
in the proportion of 40:30:30.

Soon after the senate resolu-
tion, IIT Delhi alumni associa-
tion supported the move, calling
it “historic" and criticized Sibal
for being populist,

“It is historic though unfortu-
nate that, pushed to the edge by
Sibal's autocratic and manipula-
tive attitude, the IIT Delhi senate
had no choice but to decide to
do an IIT Kanpur,” said Somnath
Bharti, president, IIT Delhi
Alumni Association.

In a statement, the association
said “it is solidly for the autono-
my of the IITs and their senates.
Should the need arise, the alum-

ni will be w1111ngly to take the
matter to the court.” i

AK. Mittal, 2 member of the
senate and secretary of the All
India T Faculty Federation,
said that the decision was sim-
ple. “Now we will conduct the
JEE in its current pattern along
with IIT Kanpur. We are in talks
with other IITs and you will see
them joining us soon,” he said.

Mittal and a group of senior
professors from the older IITs
met Prime Minister Manmohan
Singh over the crisis last week
and requested him to intervene
in the matter.

Ancther senate member said,
on condition of anonymity, that
there could be two JEEs—"one
Sibal JEE and the other the IIT
1EE”,

An HRD ministry official said
the government was “waiching
the development” but is “opti-
mistic about pushing through
the plan”. He didn't want to be
named.

IIT aspirants said the tussle
has been confusing. “We are now
very worried. The situation is
very unclear and you need to
know the real position as IIT
preparation needs at least one
year,” said Amit Kumar Nayak,
an UT aspirant in Bhubaneswar.

Pramod Maheswari, chief ex-
ecutive of education and coach-
ing firm Career Point Ltd, said
the single test move is not going
to help, agreeing that students
are very confused. “We get a lot
of queries these days over the re-
cent developments,” he said.

The Ministry of HRD today
came under renewed pressure
from the ITT faculty to advance
its proposed common engi-
neering entrance test (CET)
beyond 2013, with the Senate
of the ITT-Delhi rejecting the
idea and resolving to conduct
its own test next year.

After a three-hour meet-
ing, the ITT-Delhi Senate
unanimously decided to
reject the CET decision
taken on May 28 by the [IT
Council that HRD Minister
Kapil Sibal chairs.

The CET envisages a
common engineering
entrance exam for students
across India by scrapping
the current JEE-IIT and the
AIEEE examinations.

In rejecting the CET today,
the faculty of the IIT-Delhi
followed the ITT-Kanpur
Senate that was the first one
to have taken the unprece-
dented step of turning down
an IIT Council decision on
the ground that the council
disregarded the academic
autonomy of the seven HIT
Senates by not conceding to
their demand of holding the
common entrance test from
2014 or later.

“We have resolved to reject
the OT Council decision to
conduct the Joint Entrance
Examination Main and
Advanced with weightage for
school board marks ‘ from
2013. We have decided to
hold our own exam for entry
to [IT-Delhi in 2013. The

Senate has empowered its
Chairman (IIT director) to
constitute a committee for the
purpose of holding the test,”
said All-India TIT Faculty
Federation Secretary Prof AK
Mittal, who is also a member
of IIT-Dethi Senate.

IT-Delhi Senate further

REJECTING the govern-
ment’s proposal for a com-
mon engineering entrance
test, IIT-Delhi today decided
to conduct its own entrance
exam from next year, follow-
ing in the footsteps of IIT-
Kanpur.

The decision was taken at
a crucial meeting of the insti-
tute’s senate which passed a
resolution stating that it
would conduct its own en-
trance exam on the lines of
the Joint Entrance Exam
(JEE) 2012. The resolution
added that the government’s
proposals “impinge on the
autonomy of II'T Delhi” and
are “academically unsound
and procedurally unten-
able.”

- "The senate has decided
to conduct its own entrance
examination in coordination
with other IIT;, if possible.
For 2014 and beyond, the
senate will set up a commit-

tee which will review and
propose changes to the sen-
ate," said the resolution.

“ITT-Delhi has decided
that the 2013 entrance exam
will be conducted as per the
old pattern,” sources said.

The chairman of the sen-
ate and IIT-Delhi director, R
K Shevgaonkar, said a com-
mittee would be constituted
to “review the II'T-JEE sys-
tem for 2014 and beyond
and propose changes to the
senate.”

Sources said the senate,
which has over 100 mem-
bers, took a unanimous de-
cision to conduct a separate
entrance exam.

NEW DELHI: The senate of the
Indian Institute of Technology-
Delhi on Thursday unanimous-
ly resolved to hold a separate
entrance examination for ad-
mission to the institute's under-
graduate engineering pro-
grammes from 2013, rejecting
the government’s “one nation,
one examination” proposal,

It was decided that an en-
trance test on the lines of JEE
2012, along with other willing
IITs “to the extent possible.”
The senate invited other ITTs
to join them in conducting the
test,

The 200-member senate
also resolved to set up a com-
mittee to review and propose
changes in the current en-
trance examination, to be im-
plemented from 2014 and be-
yond.

Rejecting the IIT council’s
decision to hold a joint en-
trance test for admissions to all
centrally-funded institutions
from 2013, the senate observed
that it will impinge on the IITs"
autenomy. Besides, the coun-
cil's decision was not academmi-
cally sound, it said.

The Institutes of Technology
Act, 198), says the senate’s res-
olution will be effected only af-
ter approval from the board of
governors (BoG) of the respec-
tive [IT. The 10-member BoG
has only two representatives
from the respective institute’s
senate.

“Itis historic, though, unfor-
tunate that, pushed tothe edge
by (Kapil} Sibal's autocratic and
manipulative artitude, IIT Del-
hi Senate had no choice but to
decide to do an IIT Kanpur in
Thursday’s jam packed senate
meeting,” president of IIT Del
hi Alumni Association Som-
nath Bharti said.
