The investigations with
regard to the alleged tamper-
ingbegan following a com-
plaint from IIM-K, police said.

The disc has
been sent to the forensic sci-
ence laboratory at
Thiruvananthapuram,
Kummamangalam Circle
Inspector Prakashan
Padanyil told PTIL.

S S S Kumar of IIMK, the
convenor of 2012 CAT
Examinations, had also been
questioned, he said.

The institute had entrust-
ed Prometric, a US-based
multi-national company,
with the conduct and evalu-
ation of the examination.
The results were handed
over to Web weavers, which
manages CAT website
www.catiim.in.

Police said the marks of at
least 80 students, who took
the CAT, are suspected to
have been tampered with or

altered which led to increased

scores.

Kolkata: After the nationwide outrage over com-
plaints that CAT scores of 80 candidates have been tam-
pered with, the the Indian Institutes of Management
have reportedly decided to remove all external inter-
vention in handling post-exam CAT data. It is yet to be
announced officially, but this is the solution IIMs have
reportedly come up with to tackle the issue.

The clarification posted on the websites of IIMs

says the tampering of data hasnot affected admissions
to the IIMs as they followed a master roll indigenously
maintained by the institutes. However, the other insti-
tutes that take candidates from the CAT do so on the ba-
sis of the merit list posted on the website www.catii-
m.in. Though this website belongs to the IIMs, it had
entrusted an agency, M/S Web Weavers, to manage it.

Investigations are on, and the IIMs are convinced
that the tampering of the website took place externally.
A comparison with the master roll and the list publish-
ed on the website shows the marks of 80 students have
been inflated, say sources. An FIR has been filed.

The IIMC admissions cell confirmed that the ranks
(percentile scores) of these 80 candidates were far be-
low the cut-offs for IIMs, but on the websites their
scores have been inflated and moved up the ranks.
