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[IT-D to roll out 5-year integrated
B Tech Management programme

NEW DELHI, DHNS: Students
aspiring for an early head start
in their career with senior man-
agerial positions in the private
sector may try their luckin get-
ting admission to the Indian In-
stitute of Technology-Delhi
(IT-D).

The institute is gearing up to
roll out a five-year integrated
B Tech Management pro-
gramme from the next aca-
demic session.

The premier institute is de-
signing the five-year pro-
gramme to prepare industry-
ready professionals as a large
number of engineering gradu-
ates undertake postgraduate
management programmes af-
ter completing their B Tech, for
leadership rolesinindustry.

Besides, 1IT-Delhi is also
working on a plan to offer a

four-year Bachelor of Design
programme from 2017-18 in
view of the growing demand
for product designers in the
electronics manufacturing
industry.

“We are working on the
modalities of the two pro-
grammes and are holding con-
sultations with domain experts
to give it a final shape before
the next academic session be-
gins,”an IIT-D official told DF.

After completing the B Tech
programme, an engineering
graduate aspiring for a mana-
gerial role in the industry has
to spend two more years in get-
ting an MBA degree. “Our five-
year integrated B Tech Man-
agement programme will save
their one year,” the official said.

IIT-D has a separate Depart-
ment of Management Studies
(DMS), which offers various
management programmes.
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“We will utilise the resources
we have at DMS in conducting
a five-year integrated B Tech-
Management programme.
DMSisconsidered asone of the
best management institutes in
India,” the official added.

At present, IIT Bombay’s
Shailesh J Mehta School of
Management offers two-year
postgraduate programmes in
management, besides IIT-D. A
few years ago, IIT Kharagpur
and Roorkee had introduced a
five-year integrated pro-
gramme in engineering and
management. But the pro-
grammes have been stopped.

On the proposed Bachelor
of Design programme, the of-
ficial said a department of de-
sign would be created at IIT-D
for the programme. IIT Guwa-
hati offers such a programme,
but the one being designed by
IIT-D will be different, he said.
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Bill for opening of

he Lok Sabha on Monday passed the

Amendment Bill to provide for
opening of six new II'ls, including in
Jammu and Tirupati. Under the
Institutes of Technology (Amendment)
Bill 2016, new II'Ts will also be started
in Palakkad, Goa, Dharward and Bhilai.
The Bill also seeks to bring the Indian
School of Mines, Dhanbad, within the
ambit of the Act.

Replying to a debate on the Bill,
HRD Minister Prakash Javadekar said
the Government has formed High
Education Financial Agency (HEFA) to
upgrade the infrastructure. The
Government’s credo is “Sabko Shiksha
Achchhi Shiksa (Good Education to
All)” and has taken a number of efforts

in this regards, he said.

On the fee structure, he said stu-
dents from the ST and SC communities,
from the Below Poverty Line (BPL) cat-
egory and physically challenged have
full waiver of fees in the II'ls and NITs.
He said those whose family income is
below 9 lakh per annum also get zero
per cent education loan.

“Education must be inclusive. But
those capable of paying must pay. You
should not oppose when rich are being
asked to pay...Funding is one of the rea-
son why students go abroad. Foreign
universities fund projects. Under this
scheme funding is available and there
is no need to go abroad because of fund-
ing,” Javadekar said.

Gauray Gogoi (Congress) support-
ed the Bill on behalf of his party and
India should work to reclaim its earli-
er status of “inspiring” the world in the
field of knowledge, mentioning ancient
universities of Taxila and Nalanda.

He opposed the hike in the fee at the
institutes and Deputy Speaker Thambi
Durai, who was in the Chair, also
seemed to be supporting at he drew
Javadekar’s attention to this also the
need for counselling for students, some
of whom under pressure take extreme
steps, including committing suicide.
Saugata Roy (TMC) supported the Bill
but vehemently opposed the fee hike.
Arvind Sawant (Shiv Sena) and RK Jena
(BJD) also supported the Bill.

Agencyto

NEW DELHI: The Modi govern-
ment on Monday said it would
create a financing agency to
raise funds to complete the
pending infrastructure works
atthe newlylaunched ITTs and
1IMs.

“We will soon move the Cab-
inet for the approval of Higher
Education Financing Agency
(HEFA),” HRD Minister
Prakash Javadekar told the Lok
Sabha as it passed the Insti-
tutes of Technology (Amend-
ment) Bill that seeks to estab-
lish six new IITs, including one
at Dharwad.

The Higher Education Fi-
nancing Agency (HEFA) will
have a corpus of Rs 2,000 crore
which would be leveraged to
raise Rs 20,000 crore to clear
the infrastructure backlog at
the IITs and IIMs, Javadekar
said. The government would
contribute Rs 1000 crore tothe
corpus of HEFA while a bank
or a financial institution would
pitch in about the same
amount, he said, adding that
Corporate Social Responsibili-
ty contributions would also be
pooled in for the purpose.The
Institutes of Technology
(Amendment) Bill, passed by
the Lok Sabha after a voice
vote, seeks to establish six new
IITs at Tirupati, Palakkad,
Dharwad, Goa, Jammu and
Bhilai. It also seeks to declare
the IndianInstitute of Mines at
Dhanbad as an IIT.

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IIT-B MOVES
UP TO 13TH IN
BRICS RANKING

The Indian Institute of
Technology, Bombay (lIT-B)
has moved up three places
to rank 13 in the Brics nation
rankings released by
Quacquarelli Symonds (QS)
University Rankings recently.
Even though the institute
has improved over its previ-
ous 16th spot standing, it
lags behind the Indian
Institute of Science,
Bangalore that is ranked 6.
However, IIT-B has out-
ranked other IITs in the
country with IT-Delhi taking
the 15th spot and 1IT-Madras
securing 19th rank.
Surprisingly, the University
of Mumbai that had secured
the 58th spot previously
slipped 10 ranks to finish

at 68. According to the
rankings, IIT-B has a

score of 99.1 in academic
reputation, 100 in employer
reputation, 91.5 in citations
per paper, 94.7 in papers
per faculty and 97.6

in staff with PhD.

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Less seats going vacant at 11 Ts this year

Kolkata: The number of seats going vacant in lITs has fallen to 73 this year from 341last year, thanks to the multiple rounds
of counselling conducted by the lIT-JEE Board and despite the fact that there are 566 more seats on offer.

Apart from the six rounds of counselling, the board this year also gave the selected candidates the chance to altogether
opt out even after completing all the rounds of counselling. With the 22 IITs together accounting for 9,660 seats, the
vacancy rate stands at 0.76%, down from last year's 3.75%.

Among the top IITs, Bombay , Delhi and Kanpur have no seats left while Kharagpur and Madras have 7 and 3 vacancies
respectively . Last year, Kharagpur had 34, Madras had 29, Delhi had 11 and Bombay 2 seats vacant after all the rounds of
seat allotment.

Remarkably , even the newer IITs like Hy derabad and Goa have managed to fill up all their seats this year. The number of
students opting out of IITs to study abroad or in other institutes has also gone down. The improved scenario is largely due
to the setting up of a Joint Seat Allocation Authority that helped in identifying the vacancies during the counselling process.
Till last year, there were only three rounds of counselling.

"Our aim this year was to keep the number of vacancies to a minimum. Last year, we did not have enough time to conduct
equal rounds of counselling for both IITs and NITs. While the lITs had three rounds of counselling, the NITs had four.
Reducing vacancies was all the more possible because the results were published early ," said Kanduru V Krishna, IIT-JEE
(Advanced) chairman 2016, from IIT-Guwahati. Krishna was also upbeat about the new IITs managing to cut down on
vacancies. "They have started sought-after departments like computer science, electronics and electrical. So, they have
found many takers," he said.
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‘More incubators to boost
start-up ecosystem soon’

E povernment has
recognised over 250in-
cubators that provide

recommendation for start
ups to get various benefits,
and is also lunching a mod-
ule to recognise more incuba-
torstocater for the increasing
need for such entities, com-
merce minister Nirmala
Sitharaman said on Saturday,
as it ramps ups efforts to re-
alisean ambit ious targetof al-
maost tripling the number of
start-ups toover 12,000 by 2030,

The minister added seven
proposals for research parks,
16 proposals for technology
business incubators and 13
proposals for start-up cen-
treshavebeen recommended
by the National Expert Advi-
sory Committee set upby the
ministry of human re-
sovrees, Which will be imple-
mented in the current fiseal
itself to boost the start-up
eco-system.

The absence of adequate
numberof ineubators across
thecountryhas been cited by
analysts as a key reason for
the limited progress in the
disbursement of financial
incent ives to promote eligi-
ble start-ups. Anentity wish-
ingtoavail itself of benefits
under the start-up poliey
needs toapply to the govern-
ment to be recognised as a
start-up, and oneof the docu-

ments required for this is a
recommendati on letter firom
agovernment-recomised in-
cubator. Sothenumber of in-
cubators hasto be increased
substantially The pgovern-
ment has roped in II'Ts, IIMs
and other established insti-
tutestodothisjob.

As per the DIFF data, of
the 571 applications received
as on June 30 for availing of
benefits under the scheme,
only 106 of these had the re-
quired documents. And just
12 applications could be con-
sidered for tax benefits as on-
Iy these start-ups were incor-
porated after April 1, 2016, as
stipulated under the scheme.
Nevertheless, the govern-
ment hasstepped upefforts to
inerease the nomber of such
incubators and is consider-

ing roping in established col-
leges for this purpose.

Addressing the Start-up
IndiaconferenceinNew Del-
hi on Saturday in which five
states— Gujarat, Telangana,
Eajasthan, Kerala and Kar-
nataka participated,
Sitharaman said the depart-
mentof industrial policy and
promotion (DIPP) has writ-
ten to top 50 companies, re-
questing them to support the
initiativeundertheir CSRac-
tivities by setting up new in-
cubatorsor scale up existing
incubators in collaboration
witheducational institutes.
