Arpit Agarwal from the BT

zone includes Gurgaon, Farida-
bad and Ballabgarh in Haryana;
Jammu, Indore and Ujjain in
Madhya Pradesh; Alwar, Sikar
and Udaipur in Rajasthan, and
Aligarh and Mathura in Uttar
Pradesh.

Of the 70,671 aspirants from
the I'T Delhi zone, 2,906 have been,
selected for counseling, but only
282 of them are girls. Qverall,
1,50,431 girls appeared in JEE and
2,886 secured ranks, Of them, the

IOTKanpur zone had the large-
stnumber of candidates, followed
by the IIT Bombay zone. However,
only 2,101 were shortlisted from
the Kanpur zone while 4,239 made
itfrom the Bombay zone.

The II'Ts have lowered their
cutoffs this year. A candidate had
tosecure atleast35% inthe aggre-
gate and 10% in each of the three
subjects to make it to the common
rank list.

II'T-JEE results out, 27% more
students shortlisted this year

NEW DELHL The 4.7 lakh students’
wait was finally over on Friday,
when the Indian Institute of
Technology — Joint Entrance
Examination (IIT-JEE) results
for 2012 were declared.

Arpit Aggarwal, a student of
Faridabad’s Modern Vidya
Niketan, bagged rank one, while
Bijoy Singh Kochar from
Chandigarh came in second and
Nishanth N Koushik from Bhilai
was awarded the third rank.

This year, the 1ITs shortlist-
ed 17462 students — a major
increase from last year's 13,800
students. These students, who
will be gunning for the 15 IITs
in the country, will now have to
register online for counselling.

“Since counselling will be done
online, we opened counselling
registration on Friday. Students
must fill in and submit the fee
challan latest by June 9 because
we will close counselling entries
on June 10,” said GB Reddy,
chairman, ITT-JEE 2012,

Counselling, however, will not
necessarily translate into a
secured seat in the I'Ts for the
aspirants.

“We have shortlisted twice
the number of students as com-
pared to the number of seats.
So, there is no guarantee that a
student who has got a rank will
also get a seat,” Reddy added.

This year around, the [ITs
rolled out several changes in not
just the application process, but
also the number of seats. The cri-
terion for withdrawal of admis-
sion underwent a sea change. The
IITs also uploaded the answer
keyto the [TT-JEE — a move that
was welcomed by aspirants.

Now, several ITs have
inereased the number of seats
across several courses,

“There have been some
changes in the number of seats

at some IITs., While IIT"

Dhanbad and Hyderabad have
increased the number of seats,
IIT Roorkee has rearranged its
number of seats,” he said.

He
aced the exam with a score of

“Last year, the topper did not
opt for computer science, but
this year it seems that the sub-

jeet will be chosen by Arpit
Aggarwal,” said GB Reddy,
chairman, IIT-JEE 2012.

A student of Faridabad's
Modern Vidya Niketan, Appa-
rwal said that cracking the JEE
was no rocket science.

“All you need to do is clear
your concepts. The pattern of
the IIT-JEE is very similar to
what we are taught in school.
So, in addition to regular school-
work, you just need to put in
five hours of focused study
every day,” Aggarwal said.

For Aggarwal'’s parents and
teachers, Friday’s result was
nothing short of a dream. “I was
surprised to find my son's name
at the top of the list; it became
difficult to contrel my emotions,”
said OP Aggarwal, his father.

Anall-Indiarankintest
is no ticket to success

FOR the first time, securing
an all-India rank (AIR) in the
IIT joint entrance examina-
tion or JEE does not mean the
candidate will be called for
counselling by the IITs.

So for over 6,000 rank holders,
the euphoria eventually gave
way to disappointment on Fri-
day morning as they realised
they are not eligible for admis-
sion to any of the 15 prestigious
engineering institutes.

This unusual situation is a
fallout of the IITS’ decision to
announce the cut-off (qualify-
ing) marks for the test before
the declaration of results.
Controversies on the issue of
cut-off marks in the past
drove the institutes to collec-
tively take this step.

In order to play safe, the cut-
offs were low compared to last
year. For general category stu-
dents, the aggregate cut-off
was 35 per cent (141 out of 401
marks) as against 47.7 per
cent (229 out of 480) in 2011.

This, consequently, has
enabled 24,112 candidates to
get an AIR, but with the num-
ber of seats remaining
more or less the same
